	19. Brief Course Description

English 10 – World Literature will cover various pieces of world literature from all different time periods in order study the class theme question “how should we live?” Students will exercise their English Language Art skills through the active reading of novels, short stories, dramas, daily writing assignments, reading comprehension questions, class discussions, group activities, and a variety of other class activities. The California Content Standards for English 10 will be assessed through essays, short answer questions, quizzes, multiple choice tests, and other creative forms of assessment.  



B.  COURSE CONTENT

20. Course Goals, Objectives, and/or Major Student Outcomes: 
Academic Achievement: Students will demonstrate an understanding of vocabulary through definitions, usage, spelling and parts of speech. Students will write essays of various types and be tested in a variety of ways to appeal to different learning modalities. Students will study a variety of works for different cultures to chip away at the class theme “how should we live?”
Effective Communication: Students will demonstrate the ability to read literary text analytically, recognizing relationships between form and content. They will actively listen and participate in class discussions about journal topics and works they are reading in class. 
 

Critical Thinking: Students will address critical thinking through self-evaluating and peer-editing essays with thoughtfulness and purpose. They will evaluate the appropriateness and usefulness of sources on the internet, from the library as well as other media sources. Students will break down and analyze quotes and journal topics, analyze their mode of thinking and the thinking of the authors the read. 
 

Art Appreciation: Students will respond actively and imaginatively to world literature by "recreating" a culture in the classroom while appealing to as many senses as possible. Final projects require students to become an "expert" on two specified areas of a country's culture (in a group of 4 or 5.) Examples include art, history, geography, customs, beliefs, celebrations etc.
 

Workplace Readiness: Students will demonstrate functional reading comprehension. They will demonstrate appropriate writing for different occasions, audiences and purposes. They will further demonstrate responsibility through punctuality, being prepared for class, working with group members in a professional manner and participating in class.

 

Technological Application: Students will effectively use word processing applications during the final stages of the writing process, use the internet for research, and use classroom computers for a variety of assignments including daily "cultural tidbits" shared with the class.
 

Responsible Citizenship: Students will support intellectual growth in themselves and their classmates by participating in class activities.
 

Preparation for a Healthy Life: Students will enjoy working with each other and the class while developing a sense of what is happening in the world as compared to their own perspectives.

21. Course Outline: English 10 
1st Quarter – 9 weeks – There will be 6 - 7 vocabulary quizzes throughout the quarter, assessing each student’s knowledge and comprehension of approximately 30 - 40 vocabulary words.  There will be a cumulative vocabulary test at the end of the quarter.  Students will write daily journals on topics that assess writing strategies and applications and challenge their cognitive and critical thinking abilities.  Daily journals will deal with themes relating to the works we are reading and the class theme “How should man live.”

Carpe Diem Unit – 1.5 weeks – Discuss class theme: How should man live?  Students will be reading poetry, song lyrics, and short stories, as well as watching a movie dealing with the carpe diem theme.  This unit will review critical thinking vocabulary and the literary elements and terms will be covered throughout the unit (figurative language, symbolism, symbols, metaphors, similes, irony, tone, imagery, and paradox) and discussed throughout the year. Students will be assessed through oral and written analysis.  This unit will transition from critical thinking and carpe diem to Greek and Roman literature and life styles that will be covered in the next unit.

Ancient Literature Unit - textbook pieces – 4 weeks - The stories and poetry of focus are from Horace “Seize the day” and “Better to live” pg. 392 (Ancient Rome), “The Apology”, pg. 246 “Oedipus the King” pg. 258 (Ancient Greece), “The Epic of Gilgamesh” pg. 32 (Ancient Sumeria) , Four excerpts from “The Book of the Dead” pg. 50 (Ancient Egypt), “The Popol Vuh” pg. 76 (Ancient Mayan), “Tao Te Ching” pg. 440 “The Fish Rejoice” pg. 444 (Ancient China), “Zen teachings and parables” pg. 510 (Ancient Japan) from “The Rig Veda” pg. 114 (Ancient India). 

Siddhartha Unit – 3-4 weeks – Students will read the novel in class and at home while responding/ discussing provided questions and answering Active and Reflective reading questions about the work.  Students will write an essay on Siddhartha at the end of the unit. *Essay responding to the themes set forth in the novel. Various stages of the writing process are covered during this week. Idea sheets, rough drafts, revised draft, peer-editing, and final typed MLA format.

2nd Quarter – 9 weeks – There will be 6 - 7 vocabulary quizzes throughout the quarter, assessing each student’s knowledge and comprehension of approximately 30 - 40 vocabulary words.  There will be a cumulative vocabulary test at the end of the quarter.  Students will write daily journals on topics that assess writing strategies and applications and challenge their cognitive and critical thinking abilities.  Daily journals will deal with themes relating to the works we are reading and the class theme “How should man live.”

Chinua Achebe Introduction – 1 - 2 weeks – text book reading – pg. 1270-1293 – Students will read and appreciate the work of a classic writer, understand the connection between an author’s works and his philosophies and beliefs, learn about a cultural history. 

Things Fall Apart Unit – 3 weeks – Students will read the novel in class and at home while responding/ discussing provided questions and answering Active and Reflective reading questions about the work.  Students will take a test on Things Fall Apart at the end of the unit. 

A Doll’s House Unit – 2 weeks - understand and appreciate a drama in the realist tradition -analyze characters, setting, and themes in a realist drama - examine dialogue, stage directions and the cast of characters to better understand realistic drama

3rd Quarter – 9 weeks – There will be 6 - 7 vocabulary quizzes throughout the quarter, assessing each student’s knowledge and comprehension of approximately 30 - 40 vocabulary words.  There will be a cumulative vocabulary test at the end of the quarter.  Students will write daily journals on topics that assess writing strategies and applications and challenge their cognitive and critical thinking abilities.  Daily journals will deal with themes relating to the works we are reading and the class theme “How should man live.”

Lord of the Flies Unit – novel - 6 weeks. Students will read the novel in class and at home while responding/ discussing provided questions and answering Active and Reflective reading questions about the work. Certain literary elements and terms will be covered throughout the unit (figurative language, symbolism, symbols, metaphors, similes, irony, tone, imagery, and paradox).  Students will take a test and write an essay on LOTF at the end of the unit. *Literary Analysis Essay should demonstrate a comprehensive grasp of the significant ideas of the literary work. Support important ideas and viewpoints through accurate and detailed references to the text. Marshal Evidence in support of a thesis and related claims, including information on all relevant perspectives.Various stages of the writing process are covered during this week. Idea sheets, rough drafts, revised draft, peer-editing, and final typed MLA format.

4th Quarter – 9 weeks – There will be 6 - 7 vocabulary quizzes throughout the quarter, assessing each student’s knowledge and comprehension of approximately 30 - 40 vocabulary words.  There will be a cumulative vocabulary test at the end of the quarter.  Students will write daily journals on topics that assess writing strategies and applications and challenge their cognitive and critical thinking abilities.  Daily journals will deal with themes relating to the works we are reading and the class theme “How should man live.”

Cyrano de Bergerac Unit - 3 weeks - Students begin the two play set on DRAMA unit. 1st focus= read aloud Rostand’s famous romance. Unit product is to memorize 20 to 30 lines and recite in front of class. Students also write a ballade following the rhyme scheme and style of Cyrano as notes in the play. 

The Tempest Unit - 3 weeks - Students immerse themselves in the reading of Shakespeare’s last play, “The Tempest”. MEANS OF ACHIEVING-

The unit product involves students paraphrasing chosen scenes from the play, making masks of the characters they represent, creating a script of their group’s scene, and performing each scene in their paraphrased language.

Research Paper Unit - 2 weeks - Several days are spent in the library and computer lab taking time to research, document, and type sources into MLA required format.  For the research paper students are going to be getting a better grasp on the English 10 theme question “How should we live?”  For the paper they choose a great author, essayist, thinker, or philosopher from a country other than the United States and write an informational research paper explaining who the person is and what that person says about how mankind should live.  They will study and explore books, book reviews, literary criticisms, biographies, ethics essays, journal articles, magazines, professional essays, encyclopedias, and verified internet sources to gather information about who their person of interest is and what he or she says about how we should live.
